Significant
changes include:

There was a change to how parking at GO Station’s were coded in 2010. Some GO Park-
ing lots had previously been coded as ‘Public’ which is included in the ‘School / Institu-
tional’ category. In 2010 these GO parking lands were changed to ‘Parking” which is now
included in the ‘Other’ category. This coding change resulted in a decline in the ‘School /
Institution” existing land use category between 2009 and 2010.

In 2009 the Ninth Line lands were included in the ‘Other’ category as they had yet to be
surveyed. These lands were surveyed in 2010 and existing land uses have been updated.
This resulted in a large decline in the ‘Other’ category between 2009 and 2010 and an
increase in ‘Transportation Right-of-Way’, ‘Residential” and "Vacant/Farm uses.
