INTRODUCTION

This newsletter reports on building permits issued from
1995 to 2000 for non-residential buildings. Data
summaries are provided by type of non-residential
building including commercial, industrial and public. The
commercial category includes retail and office
development and the public category includes, among
other buildings, schools, places of religious assemblies
and municipal facilities. Information on prescribed value
and number of permits is provided for new development
and for changes to existing development. As well, data
by planning district and year are provided.

NEW DEVELOPMENT

Between 1995 and 2000 a total of 676 building permits
were issued for new non-residential construction, with a
total prescribed value of $2.4 billion. Of these permits

for new buildings, 49% of the prescribed value was for
industrial development, 35% for commercial
development and 16% for public development.

The construction of theatres,“big-box retail” in Power
Centres and corporate head offices, dominated new
commercial development from 1995 to 2000. Two
Famous Players theatres, the Coliseum on the north
side of Rathburn Road West and Silver City on Dundas
Street West at Highway 403, were issued permits in
1996 and 1997. The new Cineplex theatres at Square
One started construction in 1998 and a fourth theatre,
the AMC theatre at Highway 401 and Hurontario
Street, was issued a permit in 2000.

Significant commercial development occurred at the
Dundas Street/Highway 403 Power Centre in 1995,
and the Heartland Power Centre in 1996. A new
Power Centre, located at Highway 401 and Winston
Churchill Boulevard, began development in 2000 with
the construction of a large Wal Mart retail store.
Further new development in this centre is expected in
2001.
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In 1998, the Ingram Micro office building at 55 Standish
Court was built, with a total prescribed value of $54
million. In 1999 the construction of two large office
buildings began, the Bell Mobility building at 5099
Creekbank Road and the Royal Bank building at 6880
Financial Drive, each of which added well over $50 million
in prescribed construction value. These three buildings
represent the largest office buildings in terms of floor area
in the City of Mississauga.

New industrial development was dominated by

distribution and warehouse facilities from 1995 to 2000.

In 1995 a permit was issued for a new warehouse/
distribution facility for Shoppers Drug Mart located at
6941 Kennedy Road. In 1998, two such similar facilities
were issued permits, one for GE Capital and a warehouse
for Ingram Mirco. Together these two new projects
contributed $32 million in prescribed value for the year. In
2000, a new industrial building located at 6770
Hurontario Street, the SCM Distribution and Warehouse
facility, added $49 million in prescribed value.

In terms of new public buildings for the six year period
beginning in 1995, a total of 26 permits were issued for
new schools and 19 permits for new places of religious
assemblies. New community centres issued building
permits during this period include Rivergrove Community
Centre in 1995 and Frank McKechnie Community Centre
in 1998. The Living Arts Centre, Iceland and the Hershey
Centre are other community facilities built during this

period. In 1999, construction began on the new Erin
Meadows Multi Use Complex, a combined community
centre, library and separate secondary school. This
building represents one of the first projects in
Mississauga where the City and the School Boards will
share facilities and added a total of $29 million to the
prescribed value for 1999.

CHANGES TO
EXISTING DEVELOPMENT

Building permits issued for changes to existing
development include additions and alterations to existing
buildings, revisions, mezzanines and ‘other’ permits.
Revision permits are any significant change to a building
that has been issued a permit such as increasing the floor
area, mechanical changes or revised floor layout. A
mezzanine permit is defined as an intermediate floor
assembly between the floor and ceiling of any room or
storey, including an interior balcony. An ‘other’ permit
may include such changes as a fire alarm system,
storage shed or magnetic lock system. One building
permit may account for many changes to a property. For
example a permit may be issued for interior alterations to
a building and then additional plumbing changes may be
issued under the same permit number. Each change
would be recorded with a different prescribed value.

Permits issued for changes to existing development, from

1995 to 2000, represented 27% of the total prescribed value
for all permits issued during this period. The breakdown by
type of development includes 49% for industrial changes,
32% for commercial changes and 19% for public changes.

From 1995 to 2000, permits issued for changes to existing
commercial development include interior alterations in 1999
to the Ingram Micro office building on Standish Court and
alterations to the Royal Bank Building on Financial Drive in
2000. These two projects account for 6% of the total
prescribed value for commercial changes to existing
buildings during the six year period.

In 2000, a permit was issued for interior alterations to
the Serca Food Service warehouse and distribution
building, with a total prescribed value of $7.2 million.

In terms of noteworthy changes to existing public
buildings, in 1996 a permit with a prescribed value of
$10.8 million was issued for an addition on the Coptic
Church on Eglinton Avenue West. The Trillium Health
Centre on Queensway East was issued an addition
and alteration permit in 1999, for changes to the
Emergency Ward and addition of the Critical Care and
Family Care Centre.
